The history has witnessed two events that occurred in Holy Land:
Incarnation and Invasion

Incarnation: 2000+ years ago the
Word became flesh and made His
dwelling among us. God took human
form in the body of Christ inside Mary’s
womb. This is as per the prophecy of
Micah. The prophet Micah not only
predicted the coming of the Lord’s
Kingdom, but foretold that Christ was
going to be born in the city of Bethlehem.
(Micah 5:2, Mathew 2:5-6). Our salvation
begins with the incarnation of our Lord,
Jesus Christ. The birth of Jesus Christ is
a day of rejoicing that the Messiah had
finally come into the world and fulfilled
Old Testament prophecies. The angels
were heralding His birth and wise men
bowing low before Him. It was a perfect
scene, calm and serene. Mother Mary
wrapped Him snugly in strips of cloth
and laid Him in a manger, because there
was no lodging available for them.

Invasion: On 7th October 2023,
Jewish Feast day namely Shemini
Atzeret, Hamas led militants stormed
from the Gaza Strip into Israel, killed
over 1200 people in a barbaric way. It
wasabrutal massacre and heinous crime
on mankind. We have witnessed how
God’s supreme creation called human
being has taken the form of monster and
created havoc among Israeli families
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who are chosen people of God. People
in Israel, Gaza and the West Bank are
reeling from the repercussions of the 7th
October attacks on Israel by the militant
organization Hamas. The events of that
day were a horrific human tragedy.
The Iran backed terrorist group who
is responsible for the October 7th
massacre of innocent Israelis, must be
condemned by all of society.

Let us contemplate on both the
occurrences in Holy Land:

Our Savior Jesus Christ was born
in Bethlehem, which is located in the
fertile limestone hill country of the Holy
Land, 10 kilometers south of Jerusalem.
Bethlehem is best known for being the
hometown of King David and the birth
place of Jesus Christ. Today entire holy
land comprising holy places- Bethlehem,
Nazareth, Jerusalem, Galilee, Judea,
Samaria, Capernaum, Bethsaida,
Tabgha, The mount of Beatitudes, The
Church of the Holy Sepulcher site
where Jesus was crucified, buried and
rose from the dead are in danger from
militant groups located around State
of Israel. Israel experiences perpetual
anxiety and lives like an endangered
species.
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Almost 2000+ years ago, a young
woman from the town of Nazareth
named Mary was visited by an angel
named Gabriel. Angel Gabriel told the
Jewish woman that she would have a
son named Jesus, who would be God’s
son. At the time, Mary was engaged to
her soon-to-be husband, Joseph. When
told, Joseph was hurt and confused
because he did not believe Mary. The
angel Gabriel visited Joseph and told
him “Donotbe afraid to take Mary home
as your wife, because what is conceived
in her womb is from the Holy Spirit”.
After giving birth to Jesus in Bethlehem,
she raised Him in the city of Nazareth
in Galilee, and was in Jerusalem at His
crucifixion and with the apostles after
His ascension.

Jesus brought joy into the world.
Every time He healed a person, cast
out a demon, or forgave a sin, joy was
the immediate result. “Those who
recognized Jesus as the promised
Savior and Redeemer of the world were
tilled with joy” (John 3:29). The birth of
Jesus Christ gives us comfort and joy to
live for Him. Just as the baby Jesus was
created in Mary, God the Holy Spirit
made us a new creation. Just as God
the Holy Spirit inspired men to create
the written Word of God, He inspires
us and equips us to read, understand
and follow His Word. Just as God the
Holy Spirit incorporated us into His
body, the church, He enables us to be
incorporated into a local church to
inspire and serve others and gives us
comfort and joy, which inspires us to
live for Him.

Jesus’s birth into the human world
was believed to be nothing short of
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a miracle. Holy baby blessed by God
Himself and birthed from a pregnant
mother who kept her virginity and
never corrupting her purity for the sake
of God and when Jesus was born, He
would be proclaimed to be the Savior
of mankind from their sins. We are
redeemed with the precious blood of
Christ.

On 7th October 2023, a series of
coordinated attacks conducted by the
Palestinian Islamist militant group
Hamas, from the Gaza Strip onto
bordering areas in Israel. It was an
unprovoked and vicious surprise attack
on Israel. The attacks began in the early
morning with a rocket barrage of at
least 7000+ rockets launched against
Israel. Palestinian militants breached
the Gaza-Israel barrier targeting Israeli
communities and attacking military
bases. In a single day, more than 1200
Israelis” and more than 350 Israeli
soldiers and police were killed in nearby
town kibbutzim, military bases and at a
music festival near Rc'im. Around 200
Israeli civilians and soldiers were taken
as hostages to the Gaza Strip, of which
the number of kidnapped children is
about 30. This is bloodiest attack in
Israeli history and deadliest for Jews. It
has been termed as black Saturday.

October  7th Saturday, when a
surpriseassaultby Hamasstunned Israel
that killed mostly civilians. They were
all murdered - executed, slaughtered,
tortured,and burned by Hamasterrorists
who launched a pogrom-like onslaught
on Israeli villages on a scale never seen
before. During the Holocaust, the Nazi
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killing machine executed thousands
of Jews every day for years. But since
then, there has never been a day in
the 75 years of Israeli history that such
a large number of Jews were Kkilled.
Israel’s supposedly formidable border
wall - ground barrier was rendered
useless almost instantly. Within
minutes, the attackers overwhelmed
some 30 sites on the other side of it -
civilian settlements, military bases and
even an outdoor concert site. Israelis
witnessed catastrophic intelligence and
operational blunders that cost so many
lives due tocomplacency and arrogance.
This national trauma will be reckoned
for in generations to come. How is it
possible that a powerful nation was
so complacent? Most prominently, the
Israeli military’s Chief of Staff, Lt.Gen.
Herzi Halevi, has acknowledged
publicly the failure of the army and took
responsibility for that failure to provide
security to the citizens of Israel.

The Church leaders in Jerusalem
further implored political leaders and
authoritiestoengageinsincere dialogue,
seeking lasting solutions that promote
justice, peace, and reconciliation for the
people of this land, who have endured
the burdens of conflict for far too long.
They also urged the international
community to redouble its efforts to
mediate a just and lasting peace in the
Holy Land, based on equal rights for
all and on international legitimacy. The
Archbishop of Westminster Cardinal
Nichols has invited the faithful to pray
so that the Holy Spirit may bring peace
in the Holy Land.

But Hamas goal is the annihilation of
Israel. They don’t believe in dialogue or
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political solutions, only to exterminate
Jews and annihilate the Jewish State.
The massacre and despicable acts of
violence and terror perpetrated by
Hamas against Israelis on 7th October,
2023 are condemnable by International
society atlarge. Terrorismhasanegative
impact on both society and personal
life. Terrorism can destabilize and
undermine entire societies, jeopardize
peace and security and threaten social
and economic development. The
human family collectively suffers loss
and degradation with each killing.

As we celebrate the birth of our Lord
at Christmas, let us be reminded of His
great love for us and desire for us to
experience His presencein ourlives. The
place where the Church of the Nativity,
Bethlehem, now stands is where was
Jesus born. The place both marks the
beginnings of Christianity and is one
of the holiest spots in Christendom.
One thing we need to note that Judaism
and Islam are recognized as Abrahamic
religions as both the religions recognize
Abraham as their first prophet.

Finally we need to pray for the
peace in Israel. O God of peace, you
have established Jerusalem as the
Lord’s House and a place of peace,
and you have called on all who live
there to love you and prosper. Instill
in her inhabitants- Jews, Christians
and Muslims - a hunger for justice and
dignity and a resolve to end the distrust
that culminates in violence.

In a display of the importance of
women, the angel Gabriel first appeared
to a young woman called Mary.

There was no royal welcome in a
palace for Jesus, the Son of God.
